You need to discuss these with your family…


· Beliefs

· Health conditions that might affect descendants

· Life sustaining treatments you do or do not want used

· Your vision of dying and death

· Your wishes regarding organ and tissue donations

· Funeral preferences and estate information

· Durable Power of Attorney for health concerns, living will, etc.

When decisions have to be made for your health care in the future, prior conversations will help to convey your attitudes and values so your agents will know what treatment decisions to make.

              Organ and Tissue Donations

It is vitally important that your legal next of kin/family knows if you want to be a donor.  Share your decision about donations with your family.

Signing your driver’s license and/or a donor card is an additional way to express your opinion, but at the time of your death, your family will be asked about the donation, so be sure that you’ve informed them of your wishes.

                          Treatment Directive


There are a variety of forms to be used in stating your wishes so that family and friends know what you want done.   If there are additional treatment wishes you may write them on a separate paper, date it and either have witnessed by two persons (not relatives or beneficiaries) or a notary and attach it to your Durable Power of Attorney for Healthcare Decisions.
